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Introduction

This report has been prepared in accordance wittAtinual Reporting Requirements as set forth in
the Minnesota Rules Chapter 8410.0150. The reponidt corresponds to the items listed in
subparagraph 3 and subparagraph 4 of the Rules.

In 1969, the Bassett Creek Flood Control Commissvas formed by adoption of a Joint Powers
Agreement between the nine communities in the wghtsd. As required by the Joint Powers
Agreement, the Bassett Creek Flood Control Commisadopted the Watershed Management Plan

for Bassett Creek in February 1972.

In accordance with provisions of the 1982 MetroawliSurface Water Management Act, the Bassett
Creek Flood Control Commission revised its JoimivBis Agreement and created the Bassett Creek
Watershed Management Commission (BCWMC). The Bagseek Watershed Management Plan
was prepared by the BCWMC in 1986 and adopted azeber 18, 1986. The Board of Water and
Soil Resources approved the plan on July 26, 1986.BCWMC's second generatidtatershed
Management Plamvas approved by the Minnesota Board of Water asitiF®esources on August 25,
2004, and adopted by the BCWMC board of commiss®ba September 16, 2004.

A capital improvement program (CIP) was prepared atopted as part of the BCWMC'’s 2004
Watershed Management Plathe BCWMC implemented a County tax levy (ad vahoydor

funding the water quality projects identified iret@IP. The BCWMC determined that because of its
limited ability to raise funding for capital projes¢ the BCWMC voted to request Hennepin County to
levy a special assessment for capital projectsthhadhas been designated as the BCWMC's primary

funding source for the capital projects.

C. BCWMC Goals and 2005 Work Plan Summary
The primary goals of the BCWMC are to:

1. Reduce flooding along the Bassett Creek triyskesn, which is defined as:
a. The main channel from Medicine Lake to the diisippi River.

b. The North Branch from upstream of County Road s junctions with the Main Stem
near T.H. 100.

c. The Sweeney Lake Branch, from its source iniSe@&, T29N, R21W to its junction with

the main stem downstream of Sweeney Lake.

d. Plymouth Creek, from the point where it intetsegith Highway 55 in Section 17,
T228N, R22W to Medicine Lake, including the lake.

e. The designated water quantity and water quatdrage facilities.
f. All other drains designated as trunks by tl&/¥BMC.

2. Maintain and enhance the quality of the grouatdzwand surface-water resources in the
watershed. Manage land development and water res@avelopment of the watershed so
that the beneficial uses of lakes and streams\aitadle for maximum desired use by the

community and to minimize the pollution of lakesater bodies and streams.

3. Minimize the effects of the selected water nggamaent plan on the existing aesthetic
environmental quality of the creek, by using a comakion of structural and nonstructural
alternatives. Where possible, the water manageplanhing should enhance the existing

environmental and aesthetic qualities.

The BCWMC will reimburse the city of Plymouth fdreé 2005 and 2006 applications in
2006 and 2007, respectively. Project costs: $1@bi0@006 for reimbursement of 2005
herbicide treatment and $110,000 in 2007 for reirmbment of 2006 herbicide

treatment.

2005 to year 2006. Project cost: $42,000

The minor plan adreant was sent to the Minnesota
Board of Water & Soil Resources (BWSR) and a lettas received on February 28, 2005,
indicating BWSR agreed that the project is consistéth the BCWMC'’s goals and policies
and constitutes a minor plan amendment. A publaring was held on July 21, 2005 to

obtain public comments. The project is scheduletndu2006.

* Mn/DOT'’s 2005 Federal Transportation Funding Application: The BCWMC provided a
letter of support to Mn/DOT for its grant appliaatifor the construction of a water quality

pond along Highway 55 to improve water quality ofrilv Lake.

» Capital Improvement Project (CIP) Reserve AccountThe BCWMC established a
$250,000 reserve fund to address shortages inalaifunding in any given year for
construction of water quality CIP projects. The BRMY agreed to revisit the reserve

account policy each year.

e Annual Report—The BCWMC prepared the 2004Annual Report as séh fiorthe
Minnesota Rules Chapter 8410.0150. The report whmgted to the Board of Water and

Soil Resources.

» Water Quality Monitoring— The BCWMC monitored Northwood, Sweeney and Twin
Lakes and participated in the citizens-assisteditoong program (CAMP), River Watch
Program and the watershed outlet monitoring progf&®MP). Water quality tasks are

more thoroughly identified in Paragraph F.

* Water Quantity— The BCWMC continued its lake- and stream-gaugiragpam. The lake-
gauging program consisted of collecting monthlyeld&vel readings at Medicine Lake,
Sweeney Lake, Parkers Lake, Westwood Lake, Craike [Ridgedale Pond), and
Northwood Lake. Lake levels were measured twicempenth between April and September.
The stream-gauging program consisted of periodicallveying stages or inspecting the
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creek if periods of high flow exist. The BCWMC alparticipated with the Metropolitan
Council and Minneapolis Park and Recreation Boardhe watershed outlet monitoring
program (WOMP) designed to continuously monitomfland water quality. Graphs of lake

levels are included in the appendices.

» Watershed Inspection—The BCWMC performed monthly erosion control inspaaes of
construction sites within the watershed. Followeagh inspection, a letter was prepared and
sent to the applicable municipality listing constiian projects and the improvement needed

for effective erosion control.

* Flood Control Project Inspection—The BCWMC performed its annual inspections of the
flood control project. Following the inspectioniters were prepared and sent to the

applicable municipality and Mn/DOT summarizing ttesults of the inspection.

» Development Proposals—Fhe BCWMC reviewed 35 development proposals in the
watershed for conformance to water quality anddiag policies. See Section E: Project

Reviews.

e TMDL Studies—The BCWMC reviewed its proposed policy regardingal dMaximum
Daily Loads (TMDLSs) and whether these studies stidid performed by the BCWMC or by
individual cities. Presentations were made to t@\BVC by the administrator of the
Ramsey-Washington Metro Watershed District and WM staff regarding the topic. The
BCWMC directed its Technical Advisory Committee (CAto develop a recommendation
regarding the role of the BCWMC and TMDL studieseTollowing water bodies in the

D. 2006 Projected Work Plan

high flow exist.

* Watershed Inspection—he BCWMC will continue its watershed constructigite
inspection program. The inspections have provedalak in correcting erosion- and

sediment-control practices that are not in confaroeawith BCWMC policies.

* Flood Control Project Inspection—The BCWMC will continue its flood control project
inspection program as set forth in the Bassett ICFéeod Control Project Operations and

Maintenance Manual.

* Water Quality— Proposed water quality tasks for 2006 include pemémce of the

following:

1. Water Quality Monitoring: The BCWMC and Three Rivers Park District will foem

detailed lake monitoring of Medicine Lake.

2. Bassett Creek Biotic Index StudyAn assessment of the benthic invertebrates fonrad i
stream provides a long-term assessment of its vgatality. During 1980, 1983, 1991,
1995, 2000 and 2003, benthic invertebrates wereaeld from Plymouth Creek, the
Sweeney Lake Branch, the North Branch and the Nbaém of Bassett Creek to evaluate
its water quality and to detect changes in watealiguover time. The same six stations
in previous surveys will be monitored. HilsenhefBiotic Index will be used to evaluate

existing water quality and to assess changes

3. CAMP: The lake-gauging program will include lake monimgrthrough the citizens
assisted monitoring program (CAMP). Volunteer @&tiz will monitor the following
lakes: Sweeney Lake in Golden Valley, Northwood & ak New Hope, Westwood Lake
in St. Louis Park, Parkers Lake in Plymouth, SdRite Lake in Golden Valley.
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4. Watershed Outlet Monitoring Program (WOMP) will be managed by Metropolitan
Council Environmental Services and the MinneapBhisk and Recreation Board. The

BCWMC will provide technical support.

5. River Watch Program will continue be managed by Hennepin County Envinental

Services.
6. Parkers Lakewill be monitored by Three Rivers Park Districdatine City of Plymouth.
7. Wirth Lake will be monitored by Minneapolis Parks and RedmaBoard.

* Development—The BCWMC will continue to review development prepés in the
watershed for conformance to water quality anddiag policies. Some cities may elect to

minimize BCWMC review after approval of its indiwidl water management plan.
