The Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) directed staff to forward the following recommendations
to the Commission for its consideration. This memorandum presents the recommendations for the
three agenda topics, the Memorandum Regarding the 60 Day Rule, the technical aspects of the
TMDL allocations and the Resource Management Plan.
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1. Memorandum regarding 60-Day Rule for Project Proposal Reviews

The TAC generally agreed that the cities have an adequate system for extending review times to
accommodate Commission comments on projects and that the New Hope situation was an aberration.
It was indicated that when a city approves a project that requires Commission review the approval
should be contingent on obtaining Commission approval. The cities commented that applicants are
typically told at the start of the application process that review times for any complicated project will
take more than 60 days.

Recommendation

The TAC has ho recommendation for the Commission on this issue since the current process
has worked well for decades.

2. Discuss Technical Aspects of TMDL Load Allocations

There are three TM DL planning processes underway in the watershed for Wirth Lake, Medicine Lake
and Sweeney Lake. Each of these processes has or will be discussing the waste load allocations
(WLA) that will be required as part of the TMDL. A variety of techniques are available and several
examples of the techniques and their advantages and disadvantages were discussed. It was noted that
the Commission has expressed an interest in having a WLA for Hennepin County and the Minnesota
Department of Transportation. After discussion it was agreed that any WLA process should be
focused on the implementation of best management practices (BMPs) that have been shown through
modeling that they will be effective in meeting the goals of the receiving water body.

Recommendations

Continue the discussion of WLA techniques to some date after the May 14, Medicine Lake
TMDL Steering Committee meeting since the results of the modeling of possible BMPs
should be presented at that meeting. Golden Valley will set up the meeting.

3. Resource Management Plan

It was noted that the Resource Management Plan had been completed and sent to the Corps of
Engineers as a draft for their comment. After Corps review the plan will be finalized and then noticed
for public review. The Commission requested that the TAC review the plan and provide comments.
The TAC determined that there were no comments on the plan.
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Recommendations

Thefinal draft of the RMP should be submitted to the Corps so that the review process can
start as soon as possible.

5. Adjournment
